Donald A. Carson is research professor of New Testament at Trinity Evangelical Di-
vinity School in Deerfield, lllinois. He has been at Trinity since 1978. Dr. Carson's areas
of expertise include biblical theology, the historical Jesus, postmodernism, pluralism,
Greek grammar, Johannine theology, Pauline theology, and questions of suffering and
evil. He is a member of the Tyndale Fellowship for Biblical Research, the Society of Bib-
lical Literature, the Evangelical Theological Society, the Canadian Society of Biblical
Studies, and the Institute for Biblical Research.

Dr. Carson has written or edited more than 45 books. His book, The Gagging of God:
Christianity Confronts Pluralism (Zondervan 1996), won the 1997 Evangelical Christian
Publishers Association Gold Medallion Award in the category "theology and doctrine."

Dr. Carson and his wife, Joy, reside in Libertyville, lllinois. They have two children.
